If at all possible, the library would like to have 
us available with our books to answer questions about them and our Traditions. 

Of 
course, I will be there the entire time as well. Although this seems a very short time for viewing, it generally 
allows a real teaching moment. In previous years, we have had a couple dozen substantive conversations with 
library patrons—and a few more casual ones. 

The venue is for public viewing of actual texts (except for Sri Guru Grant Sahib Ji and the scrolls of Temple 
Adath Israel, of course those are only pictured) on Saturday, 8 Nov from 10:30 am- 12:30 pm.

This usually tells a viewer 
things like when it was revealed, written or compiled, how it is used in study or worship, how it is 
treated or displayed in worship, etc. If there’s something special I need to know about displaying a text 
that you won’t be accompanying, please be sure to contact me in advance so I can type it up.
